Important information about the masquerade

Please keep this sheet as a reminder.

1. This form is due by 9:00 am on Saturday for all SKITS and 10:30 on Saturday for all WALK-ONS.

2. All skit entrants MUST sign up for a tech rehearsal time.  Please choose your time from the list posted on the registration desk and write your name legibly next to it.  A tech rehearsal is a quick run-through to make sure you and the tech crew are synchronized for the show.  Walk-on entries are encouraged to attend the walk-on tech rehearsal at 11:00 a.m. on Saturday.  All rehearsals are in the Grand Ballroom.

3. A skit is anything that is not just a “runway”-type presentation.  It can be anything from a quick visual pun to a short play.  Karaoke and lip-synching are allowed as long as you bring your own track.  Skits may not be longer than 3 minutes without prior permission.  The number of skits in the show is limited to 25.

4. NEW FOR 2011: If you would like to get a costume judged for workmanship, sign up for a workmanship time on the schedule.  The longer time slots are during tech rehearsals and will allow you a chance to show the judges the costume OFF of you (bring it with you, but don’t wear it).  The shorter slots before the masquerade itself are for people who cannot make it to an earlier judging time.  This format allows you more time to talk to the judges so that they can see more of your costume.  Anyone who goes up for workmanship judging needs to have made his/her own costume or have the person who made the costume in attendance at judging.
5. Do not arrive late for your tech rehearsal or workmanship judging.  I recommend that you come at least five minutes BEFORE your scheduled time.  If you come late, you will most likely be forced to wait until the next break in rehearsals or judging to have yours.  That may not be until the very end of the tech rehearsal time.  If you arrive more than ten minutes late to your tech rehearsal, you will not get a rehearsal.
6.  Have all CDs ready when you come to the tech rehearsal.  CD tracks should be clearly labeled and start exactly where you want your presentation to start.  All CDs must work at your tech rehearsal, or we won’t use them.  We will choose music for walk-ons unless you provide us with music for your walk-on when you come to your tech rehearsal.  It must be on a CD.  We will not hook up your MP3 player to the computer.
7. Wear any parts of your costume that are difficult to move in to your tech rehearsal (i.e. slippery shoes, heels if you’re not used to them, large wings, etc.).  Also, bring all props so that we can practice getting them on and off the stage.
8.  The masquerade will begin promptly at 7:00 p.m.  You MUST be in the Green Room (Sutton Room) by 6:00 p.m., even if you aren’t in costume yet.  We will call attendance at 6:00, and anyone who is not there will be marked off of the list.
9.  Stay in costume after you go on because we’ll have a photo run while the judges deliberate.  Stick around after that in case you get an award.
10.  Don’t forget to have an awesome time on stage!
